2) Candidates must be a current or prior graduate from high school and be accepted or currently enrolled at an
accredited university or college. If candidate is beyond the first year of higher education, he/she must have
completed the previous semester with passing grades.

3) All required elements of the scholarship application must be delivered to the scholarship committee chairman
postmarked by April 30.

4) TWO (2) letters of recommendation must be included with the application, at least one of which must be
from a counselor, teacher or coach.

5) Include an official school transcript® from your counselor or scholarship advisor department. * If your
school district uses any method other than the standard 4.0 grading system, please send a letter of explanation
along with the transcript.
